Topics discussed:
· Deliverables. Deliverable 1.5 has been submitted to the management platform. In this way all deliverables from tasks 1.1, 1.2 and 1.3 have been completed. Also deliverable 1.6 (web-based questionnaire) from task 1.4. 
· Task 1.4 survey campaign. So far 540 responses (target was 300). In general countries exceeded the target number of responses per country. Some important countries have not reached the target number (Greece and France), other target number reached but it would be good to have more respondents (Germany). Survey campaign extended to 22 January. Ask project partners from these countries to do an additional survey dissemination: Francesca as French partners, Daniel Fenrich and Daniel Rossi contact German stakeholders, Remigio contact Greek partners.
· Task 1.4, business part of the questionnaire. Although only 26% respondents filled this survey section, this is around 100 questionnaires which is quite acceptable. Jacues would like to see this information ASAP. Billy will send the original survey results to Jacques when available.
· Task 1.4 survey analysis. Challenge in the translations of the open questions, Remigio suggests use translation tools (e.g. Deepl professional). Billy proposes a deliverable structure: 1) Intro with background and dissemination campaign description; 2) summary of the highlights; 3) conclusions; 4) Annex with the SurveyMonkey analysis report. 5-20 pages for points 1-3). Remigio indicates not short nor too long deliverable. Daniel comments to add information on differences by sector and country. After the survey campaign finishes ISEKI and ICOS will meet to organise the survey analysis. 
· Task 1.5. Jacques short presentation on the activities for this task: 1) European and national trend analysis; 2) Scenario development (EU and selected countries); 3) Definition of major present and future skill needs. First stage trends almost completed but support from partners needed. Have a meeting to explain what to do for country specific trends. Jaqcues proposes partners to coordinate to the trends analysis at national level and the list is completed and agreed during the meeting: Austria (FJ-BLT); Nederlands (WUR), Ireland (ICOS), Finland (PA), Italy (CONFAGRI, UNITO), Spain (ISEKI), France (ACTIA, ANIA or both). Also GAIA, PlantETP, CEPI, FDE as experts in skills categories/sectors. Invite these partners to the task 1.5 meeting. Francesca prepared a doodle for the meeting (fixed Wednesday 20 January at 16:00) and shared with them the proposal of activities for this task (ppt) and the Dutch example on trend analysis prepared by WUR.
· Since we have a meeting on Task 1.5 20 January, the next WP1 meeting is postponed to Wednesday 3 February at 14:30. In this way we will have more input on tasks 1.4 and 1.5. https://us02web.zoom.us/j/88456336354
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
